Thirteen new British and Belgian beers in Sweden
Beer import company Holy Grale will launch seven new British and Belgian beers in Sweden on 1st October, at the Stockholm Beer and Whiskey Festival. With these ales, Holy Grale will have introduced 13 brand new beers to beer enthusiasts in Sweden, and the business is only 4 months old.

Each beer has been tasted and carefully selected by a Swedish panel before being given the thumbs up for import into the country. The panel, which includes a brewing expert, a malt connoisseur, a sommelier and a wine maker, also suggest the best foods to bring out the individual flavours in Holy Grale’s beers.

“Beer is an under-appreciated accompaniment to food. Swedes are adventurous when it comes to new tastes, and more and more people are putting a nice-looking 75cl bottle of beer on the table for dinner, instead of wine. That’s why you’ll find us in the Taste Experience part of the Stockholm Beer and Whiskey Festival. People can come to our stand and taste the different beers with cheeses and meats,” says Lisa Cockette, one of Holy Grale’s owners.

English born Lisa, a former marketing director, and her husband, Erik Engström previously a finance director, fell in love with specialist ales while working in New York. When they moved back to Östersund, Sweden, they started their own beer importing company.

“We’ve seen the market for special ales and craft beers growing in the US, the UK, Belgium and here in Sweden. More people are discovering the multitude of beer flavours and styles. This is great for the medium-sized brewers we work with, they’re passionate about every ingredient in their recipes,” says Erik. 
Four breweries will make guest appearances on Holy Grale’s stand (no. 147) during certain times of the Stockholm Beer and Whiskey festival: Hobsons (UK), Battledown (UK), Springhead (UK) and Brasserie Les Trois Fourquets (BE).

The six new British Beers are Cheltenham Black, Saddle, Black, Manor Ale, Mud City Stout, Stone Dead and Leveller. They will be available for preview tasting at the festival and then available as the “Best of Midlands – Winter Edition” (Systembolaget 89714-01). The beers are darker winter ales that come from the Midlands region of England, famous for its beers and Lisa’s home region. 
Lupulus Tripel (Systembolaget 89602-09) is a Belgian triple, an unfiltered light beer with good bitterness for being a Belgian ale. It was the first beer to receive 10/10 from Holy Grale’s beer panel. Lupulus is 8,5% and comes in 75cl bottles, perfect for sharing with friends for dinner. Lupulus is also available for preview tasting at the festival.
Six more beers, yet to be launched in Sweden, are also on preview at Holy Grale’s stand.
